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Curling at the 2010 Olympic Games
at Vancouver, British Columbia
February 16th -27th

The World Curling Federation recently announced that “the Olympic Curling Competition at
Vancouver 2010 will comprise 10 teams for Women (same for Men). Canada as host will
receive automatic entry. The remaining nine places will be offered to the nine National
Olympic Committees of the Member Associations of the World Curling Federation who
have gained the most qualifying points from the World Curling Championships (WCCs)
held in 2007, 2008, and 2009.”

[The men’s teams will represent Canada, Scotland/Great Britain, USA, Germany, Norway,
Switzerland, France, Denmark, China and Sweden. The women’s teams will represent Can-
ada, China, Denmark, Sweden, Switzerland, USA, Scotland/Great Britain, Germany, Russia
and Japan]

“Curling made its debut as an Olympic Winter Sport at the First Winter Games at Chamonix,
France, in 1924. At this event Great Britain defeated Sweden and France in what was retro-
actively accepted in 2006 by the International Olympic Committee (IOC) and medals were
awarded. In 1932 at the Lake Placid Olympic Winter Games, curling again was listed but
this time as a demonstration sport. Canada was a winner over the USA in a two-country
competition in which each country entered four Men’s teams. Curling was a demonstration
sport for a second and third time at the Olympic Winter Games of 1988 (Calgary) and 1992
(Albertville) for teams of men and women. On 21 July 1992, at its session in Barcelona,
Spain, the International Olympic Committee granted official medal status to Men’s and
Women’s Curling, to take effect no later than the Olympic Winter Games of 2002, with an
option for 1998 at Nagano, Japan. During the meeting of the IOC Executive Board held
June 22-23, 1993 in Lausanne, the Organizing Committee of the Nagano Olympic Winter
Games (NAOC) officially agreed to include Curling in the programme of the XVIII Olym-
pic Winter Games in 1998. Eight teams for men and women participated in Nagano, this
was increased to ten teams from the Salt Lake City Olympic Winter Games (2002) on-
wards.”

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Games Team Picks New Scots Anthem

Scottish athletes have voted overwhelmingly for

Flower of Scotland

to be the official national anthem

at the 2010 Commonwealth Games in Delhi.

Scotland the Bravéad been used as the an-
them for Scottish competitors who won gold
medals at previous games.

But the athletes voted by 211 to 15 in favour
of Flower of Scotlando be adopted for this
year's event.

A shortlist of four songs, which also included
Loch Lomondand Highland Cathedral had
originally been chosen.

Athletes due to compete at the Delhi games
were then asked to choose between Flower of
Scotlandand Scotland the Bravewhich had
been the two most popular tunes from the
shortlist in a vote taken in November.

The competitors from 17 different sports
made their decision after gathering for a camp
at Stirling University.

Flower of Scotlanchas been used by the na-
tional football and rugby teams since the early
1990s, but the Commonwealth Games team

Commonwealth Games Scotland had feared
the lack of a recognised anthem created confu-
sion amongst the athletes, team members,
spectators and television viewers.

Michael Cavanagh, chairman of Common-
wealth Games Scotland, said they were aim-
ing to deliver the best prepared team possible
to excel at the Games.

"The excellent team spirit in Melbourne was a
major factor behind our success and today's
camp provides an excellent opportunity for
potential Delhi athletes to build a strong team
unit right from the start, reinforcing the team's
unique position of '17 Sports, One Team'.

"Being held at the turn of the year, the camp
marks an important milestone in the count-
down to the games. With just 10 months to go
it will focus the whole team on the exciting
times ahead, and hopefully inspire our athletes
to strive even harder to achieve the selection
targets set for their sport and secure a seat on
the plane to Delhi."
