This year’s event
will be held again in the Courtyard of the Fitger’s Complex, with it’s
spectacular view of Lake Superior and ancient stone ramparts.

Dancers from across the Upper Midwest and Canada will be accompa-
nied by Piper Tad Myers of South St. Paul, MN. Judging this year’s
competition will be Pam Moisey of Littleton, CO.

The event is free and open to the public. A new feature at this
year’s event will be a Children’s Area, which will provide activities for
our youngest lads and lassies to color Scottish drawings, learn about
the lore and legends of Scotland and enjoy time together.

Raffle tickets will be available for special items, including a Highland
Doll, Folk Art creation, Scottish Fiddle CD, gift certificates and liquid
refreshments.

Registration begins at 9:00 a.m. for the Primary, Beginner and Novice
levels with their competition beginning at 9:30 a.m. and awards pre-
sented following their morning competition.

Afternoon registration for the Intermediate and Premier dancers begins
at 1:00 p.m.., with their competition beginning at 1:30 a.m. and awards
presented following the afternoon competition.

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The Hon. David Sinclair Bouschor, FSA Scot
Honored at DSHA Annual Meeting

In acknowledgement of the many contributions David S. Bouschor has made through his leadership, support,
encouragement and participation, the DSHA honored David at the 2008 Annual Meeting of the DSHA. Special
recognition through presentation of a plaque inscribed and honoring his 18 years of service as the Pipe Major
of the DSHA Pipes and Drum, in which he has performed since it’s inception in the mid 1980’s.

David’s son Charles began playing the Highland Pipes when he was 12 years old. In the early 1980°s , the son
began instructing the father in playing the pipes. About that same time the Aad Temple Shriners Pipes and
Drums Band was resurrected, with Charles providing instruction to pipers and serving as their Pipe Major.
David also joined the group and has continued to play with this Pipes and Drums Band, hosting many gather-
ings at his home post-performance.

David and his wife Gloria were leaders in establishing the Burns Night Dinner into a highly acclaimed and ea-
gerly attended event held annually at The Kitchi Gammi Club, whose setting befits the honor due Scotland’s
Bard. David’s rendition of the “Address to the Haggis” has stirred many to try this much maligned Scottish
delicacy.

David’s Scottish heritage comes through his maternal ancestors, who were members of the Clan Sinclair, in
Caithness, Scotland. The Clan Sinclair USA was founded in 1978 under the impetus of Dr. Edward Sinclair,
then President of Clan Sinclair Canada, the Right Honorable Malcolm Sinclair, 20th Earl of Caithness and
David Sinclair Bouschor. David was the Association’s first president, holding that office for 20 years from
1978 through 1998.

David has represented his Scottish heritage through his life-time achievements in our City, State and Country.
David became an Eagle Scout in 1946. He was honored with the Distinguished Eagle Scout Award (DESA)
granted to those Eagle Scouts who received the Eagle Scout rank 25 or more years ago, have gained status of
fame or eminence in their life work, and have shared their talents with their communities on a voluntary basis.

Following in his father’s footsteps into the practice of law in Duluth, David also followed his father onto the
judicial bench, serving as a Minnesota 6th Judicial District Court Judge until his retirement. In 2008, David
was honored for 50 years of service as a member of the Minnesota Bar Association.

The post-nominal “FSA Scot” denotes that David is a Fellow of the Society of Antiquaries of Scotland. The
Society pursues the study of the antiquities and history of Scotland through various means, including high-
quality publications, lectures, local, national and international conferences, workshops and seminars, and by
providing prizes, grants and other awards. The Society was incorporated by Royal Charter in 1783. Members
of the Society have been known as Fellows since it was founded. David has lectured on Scotland’s culture,
people, geography and history at the University for Senior classes at UMD, as well as other educational groups
and organizations.

The DSHA had its genesis during the Unites States Bicentennial year, 1976. A committee of local Scots,
which included David, was formed to honor their Scottish heritage. Out of their efforts, today we have young
lads and lassies taking Highland Dancing lessons and learning to play the pipes and drums. New traditions
have joined the old ones at the Summer and Winter Highland Dance Competitions, Kirkin’ O’ the Tartans, the
Robert Burns Night Dinner and Remembrance Day celebration at the Caledonian Grounds in Forest Hill Ceme-
tery. David’s presence at all these events, whether playing the pipes, leading the Pipes and Drums Band, host-
ing the High Tea or Ceilidh, has added to the success of each event.

David has also shared his Scottish heritage through playing the pipes at local weddings, funerals, parades and
accompanying dancers at area nursing homes, schools, organizations, etc.
